Station facility where there are picnic tables, a restroom and, most importantly, a beautiful view of the
Temecula Gorge.

Take the 1-15 freeway to Temecula.

Exit at Rancho California Road and go west (a LEFT turn coming from San Diego).

Go 2.3 miles into the foothills of the Santa Ana Mountains.

Turn LEFT onto Via Santa Rosa (the first LEFT you can make after ascending into the foothills).
Go 1.5 miles and turn RIGHT onto Via Tornado.

Go 0.8 mile to the entrance gate.

The trailhead is just inside the gate. A docent will assist with parking.
